Buena Vista High School is located in the Arkansas River Valley, 90 miles west of Colorado Springs. We are a rural, mountain, college preparatory school with a high school population of approximately 280 students, grades nine through twelve.  On average, sixty percent of our students attend two and four-year colleges and universities.  Approximately 10 percent attend trade and/or technical schools. The remaining graduates enter the workforce without post-secondary training. Eighty-two percent of our students are involved in high school sports and/or clubs.  We offer a rigorous high school curriculum as well as college and AP classes for juniors and seniors. We have no “open” hours for high school students. All students, grades 9-12 are enrolled in a complete schedule, and are encouraged to complete at least four years of studies in the core areas of science, mathematics, English and social studies. Graduation requirements are listed on the back of this profile guide.
Weighted classes are considered in grade point averages and class ranking.  Courses are offered through Colorado Mountain College or Western Colorado University and are taken as CEPA or dual credit and most academic classes, level 101 and above, are considered weighted. (These may include, but are not limited to English Composition I and II, Academic Writing, Psychology 101, Western Civilization: Antiquity to 1650, Chemistry 101, MAT 201/Calculus I, and College Algebra.) Most classes allowed for CEPA credit are also considered “locked” and transferable classes for all Colorado four-year colleges and universities. AP classes offered in the 2022-2023 BVHS schedule are AP United States History, AP English Literature and Composition, and AP Calculus AB. Also weighted are Pre-Calculus, and Calculus I.  Grade point averages and class rank for these weighted classes are computed by the following scale:

A = 5 points
