On October 22, State Superintendent of Public Instruction, Terry Bergeson, hon-
ored 98 schools with the “School of Distinction” award out of a pool of 2,500 elementary,
middle, and high schools. Of the 98 schools identified, only 20 were high schools. Selkirk
High was one of the few high schools to receive the award around the state for perfor-
mance on the tenth grade Washington Assessment of Student Learning (WASL).

The State Superintendent’s Learning Improvement Award was created in 2007 to |
recognize academic gains of students, teachers, and the school community. The award is

Ski Club

Courtesy Bus Stops Discontinued

As fuel expenses increase and district funds decrease
because of declining enrollment, we continually look for ways to cut
costs as far from the classroom as possible. With that goal in mind,
out-of-town athletic event “courtesy stops” for students living along
Highway 31 will unfortunately be discontinued this year.

The district has had long-established stops for students
traveling to out-of-town athletic events. However, this has evolved
over the years to include a multitude of “courtesy stops” for students
who live along Highway 31 between Metaline Falls and Blueslide.
Depending on the sport and students involved, in addition to the
designated stops the bus may also stop an extra seven to ten times

professional development opportunities and strives for
ways to challenge students. Two years ago, Selkirk
was presented with an opportunity to offer Advanced
Placement courses for the first time. Because of
Selkirk’s consistently high performance on the reading
and writing sections of the tenth grade WASL, Karen
volunteered to change her eleventh and twelfth grade
English courses into a combined AP Literature course.
She alternated the next year with AP Composition and
Writing. Of the students who took the AP exam last
year, she had a 78% pass rate which is unprecidented
the region. Most universities and colleges grant three
semester credits to students who pass the exam.
Larry Reed is also an integral part of the high
school’s success. In an time when most high schools
across the state were not even discussing WASL
scores and improvement plans, Larry lead the charge
at Selkirk. His efforts are also acknowledged by his
peers who selected him as the Panorama Principal of
the Year for 2007-08. Larry recently received his award

at the Association of Washington Principals conference
in Spokane.

We are, indeed, fortunate to have such a qual-
ity team at Selkirk. In addition to the positive contribu-
tions from Larry and Karen, Clarinda Vandyke, our
ninth grade English teacher is National Board Certified
and has attended scoring training for the WASL while
math teachers Bruce Reeve, John Kinney, and Pete
Whittekiend have participated in a variety of profession-
al development opportunities in preparation to tackle a
review of 7-12 math curriculum this year.

Over the past two years, the math team imple-
mented Segmented Math and Collection of Evidence
courses to provide students with additional opportuni-
ties to meet the state math standards. However, |
believe that Larry Reed summed it up nicely when he
stated that, “The credit for this award should be shared
by all Selkirk School District staff who hold high expec-
tations for student achievement and a shared vision
that all students can succeed.” Congratulations!

2008 Annual Public Notice Asbestos
Hazard Emergency Response Act
(AHERA)

In compliance with the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) Asbestos Hazard Emergency Act (AHERA),
Selkirk School District contracted with Educational Service
District 101 of Spokane, Washington to conduct the Three-
Year Asbestos Reinspection of all school buildings. During
July 2007, an EPA accredited asbestos Inspector and Manage-
ment Planner performed the required inspection, reassessed
each category of ashestos containing building materials
(ACBM) and noted any significant changes from the 1989,
1992, 1995, 1998, 2001 and 2004 inspections. Reinspection
will assist the school district in the process of safely manag-
ing each ACBM within our district.

As result of the 2007 AHERA 3-year reinspection the
following known or assumed asbestos containing building
materials (ACBMs) have been identified in the following
buildings.

All ACBM listed below were found to be in good condi-
tion and are being continually maintained in accordance with
all Washington State and Federal laws.

Pesticide Notification,
Posting, and Record

Keeping

The Selkirk School District
Board of Directors’ Policy # 6985
governs the use of pesticides on
school grounds and in school
facilities for the following pests:
Bees, wasps, hornets, ants, lice,
weeds, and rodents.

Notification of use of
pesticides will be posted for 24
hours after use of the application
and 48 hours prior to the application.
However, if the site is unoccupied
by students and staff for two
consecutive days after application,
then pre-notification will not be
made. All notifications will contain
the following information:

Product name
Date & Time of application
Location where applied
Pest to be controlled
Contact information

Notifications will be placed
in the main office of each building
where the application occurred. The
district will also maintain a registry
of interested persons wishing to
be notified by email of pesticide
applications. Please contact the
district office at the number below
if you wish to be included on the
registry.

The project has four parts:

1. Extraction of oil from Eurasian Milfoil using a
Soxhlet solvent extraction apparatus

2. Extraction of oil using steam distillation

3. Conversing of the extracted oil to biodiesel

4. Evaluating the usefulness of milfoil as a compost
amendment

The students will be involved in the first
three parts of the study. Students will be doing real
science: accurately following procedures, keeping
detailed records, manipulating single variables while
closely controlling all other variables and justifying
conclusions with supporting data.

Consideration of cost factors will also be
an important part of the feasability study. How much
electricity does it take to do the distillation? How
much water was needed? How much oil is produced
and how much is the biodeisel worth? The study will
begin this winter and conclude in the spring.

Net Pen Project

Thanks go to Nick Anderson, the Department of Fish and Wildlife and generous funding from the
North Pend Oreille Valley Lions Club and PUD for making the net pen project possible.

Student involved in the project are Casey Holter, Torianne Davis, Jared Reed, Easton Anderson, James
Enyeart, Hunter Enyeart, Ricky Sears, Stephen Johnson and Brandon Reeve. They worked all day Oct.
10,18 and 21 to prepare the pen. On October 21 the Dept of Fish and Wildlife brought 5400 tiger trout
to fill the pen at Sullivan Lake. Tiger trout are a hybrid cross between a brown trout and brook trout.
The fish are sized according to how many fish it would take to make a pound. The fish received are 16
to a pound. The students will feed the fish from now until the middle of April and will release them into
Sullivan Lake when they are about two and a half times larger running about six fish per pound. The
fish are initially fed 5 times a week. When the lake gets colder and the fish metabolism slows down
they are only fed twice a week. Students will closely follow a feeding schedule and will monitor fish
size, water temperture and keep track of mortalities. The desired outcome is to enhance the Sullivan
Lake fishery to the benefit of local fishermen and to attract more fishing tourists to the area.
