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To modity a phrase from that
well-known literary figure,
Forrest Gump, (probably
better known by Tom Hanks’
cinematic portrayal), school
districts are like a box of
chocolates, you never know
what you’re going to get. The
implication, of course, is that while there are
some common traits, each one is different and
until you delve into the middle of it, you might
not have an idea if it is one you might like.

Every school district has positives.
They are all made up of individuals who have
dedicated their lives to making a positive im-
pact on students. None are made up of perfect
individuals, but with few exceptions, every
district is full of caring adults who have spent
their own money and time learning how to best
education and inspire children. There are dif-
ferences in school districts, however.

Large urban districts provide exten-
sive course offerings (5 different types of senior
English, for example), additional programs
(soccer, engineering, chess club, etc.) and if you
only really connect with 10% of the population
in any given social setting, then 10% of a class
of 400 means 40 options for friends; and 10%
of 1600 (the size of a small urban high school),
translates to 160 potential friends!

Small districts like Selkirk provide a
quality education just like larger urban districts,
but the insides, as it were, are a little differ-
ent. The first difference is numbers. That 10%
friendship circle dwindles significantly with
a high school population of 80 and an even
smaller when class size is 15 or 20. The variety
of course options are much more limited also.
However, small schools offer personalization
and wrap-around caring. Sometimes students
might feel like there is no anonymity, but it also
means that we don’t waste months learning who
our students are. We are ready to dive deep the
first week to determine what new skills they
have gained from the previous year.

Not all small districts are the same
though. One obvious difference for Selkirk
versus many others is the four-day school week.

We are finishing our second year of the four-
day week and the results are positive. Student
attendance is up, teachers and other staff mem-
bers are working hard to move appointments to
Fridays to minimize absences. Our test scores
remain solid and above state average in almost
every area. Within the region, Selkirk students
rank #1 in academic achievement in 10 of the
17 areas tested by the state.

This spring we will gather data and
opinions to determine if our families wish to
continue the four-day week beyond next year.
The district will again need to apply to OSPI for
a renewal of the waiver. Parents are provided
surveys during parent/teacher conferences in
March and an online link will also be available.

Another defining characteristic at
Selkirk is that we’ve adopted that attitude that
it takes a village to raise a child. Every staff
member realizes the importance of trying to
connect with students. Not every adult has a
key to every child, but there is a key to help-
ing each child learn and grow...we just need
to figure out which one of us is holding that
particular key. Sometimes the key is actually
identified by a community member, because the
Selkirk village definitely includes community
members and organizations.

Each year our students and staff
are blessed by the donations of time, effort,
and other resources from parents, community
members, our local organizations, and area
businesses. From volunteer efforts in the
classroom to a dinner provided to teachers stay-
ing late for conferences to a donation of ipads
or new athletic equipment, our community is
absolutely amazing in the positive support we
receive. Our students and staff have a sense
of belonging....that what they do matter. This
sense of being valued is a powerful tool in their
belt as they approach challenges each day and
throughout life. Our community should be very
proud of their positive impact on the lives of
our students.

Selkirk School District is place
where it is 0.k. to make mistakes. After all, if
we truly believe in the growth mentality for
students (believing that students have the poten-

tial to become more tomorrow than they were
today), then we certainly should also apply that
to the adults in the room. However, to really
learning from your mistakes (and not repeating
them) requires intentional work.

Perhaps you have heard of SEAL
Team AAR’s. After Action Reviews were
developed by army generals and modeled after
examples from the time of Julius Caesar. While
these AAR’s are applied in the military as a
method of defeating enemies, there is broader
application for those willing to look inside
themselves and their organization as a way to
improve. The goal of the AAR is to identify
problems or areas needing improvement, brain-
storming ideas to address the shortfalls, and de-
termining what lessons were learned. Lessons
learned always include identifying what went
well and the mistakes made.

The process is not always easy and
can be uncomfortable if there is not a culture of
trust where adults can let themselves be vulner-
able about their own mistakes. This process,
those AAR concepts, are applied regularly
at Selkirk. The only enemy we are trying to
defeat, however, is stagnation. The process is
used as a tool to develop a dynamic education
system that meets the needs of students in this
decade and the decades to come. At Selkirk,
adults analyze a scenario, a set of data, or
simply an interaction with a student in order to
identify what happened, how we can improve,
and what lessons we learned including the
mistakes we made. All successful organizations
that deal with fluid environments must integrate
this type of process not only to survive, but also
to help that organization (and those it in) grow.

School districts constantly deal
with fluid environments. Students, staff, and
standards change. We need to change each
year as well. There is a poster that hangs in the
staff room at the elementary school that sums
up the culture in our district. It reads, “This is
a....mistake-making, laughter-sharing, indepen-
dence-building, brain-stretching, sort of place!
Everyone matters!”

And that, Forrest, is what is inside
the middle of the Selkirk chocolate.

The Historic Davenport Hotel was
built in 1914, but was closed in 1985. Kirkland Cutter was the architect of the hotel. He also
designed the Cutter Theatre in Metaline Falls. The Davenport Hotel reopened in 2000. It
has a central vacuum. A bunch of famous people stayed the night there like Amelia Earhart,

Howie Mandel, and Taylor Swift.

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Community Support
STEM Day Activities at the Elementary

On Friday, January 3rd (one of the two Friday school days this year) the teachers at Selkirk Elementary planned a
STEM DAY. STEM stands for science, technology, engineering and math. The students were formed into groups of
mixed ages and rotated through each classroom set up with a station thanks to the help of community volunteers.

5th grade was the Roller Coaster room. After watching a short video about roller coasters the students had to design
their own using paper plates, plastic cups and other supplies. This activity taught principles of engineering, math, phys-
ics, model and systems.

The kindergarten classroom held the camouflage station. Children cut out black and white pictures of animals. They
took them out to the hallway, picked a place to put them and then had to color the picture so the animal would blend into
the background they chose. The film they saw first and this activity taught them about biology and ecosystems.

Puff Mobiles was the theme in the 2nd grade classroom. The focus was on engineering, energy and models. Students
had to design their own “cars” out of paper, straws, and life savers that would move with one puff of breath. They raced
them two at a time across a table.

Mrs. Lithgow, stationed in the 4th grade classroom, had a device called a MakeyMakey that was able to complete
an electrical current though the student and pencil graphite that translated to musical notes on a computer. The students

z

drew heavy lines or “notes” on paper, attached the leads, held the ground and were then able to make music when touch-  An; pattorson maki a rol -
ing their lines. This activity used technology, electrical energy and system design. and plastic cups.

3rd grade was the catapult room. By building catapults out of wooden skewers, marshmallows and plastic spoons the
students learned about engineering, technology, energy transfer and models.

Cruise ships were the theme in the 1st grade classroom. Each group watched a film about cruise ships and why they
can carry so many passengers and crew. Students were then challenged to design a ship using a variety of materials that
were made available and see how many pennies (people) it would hold before sinking in a large pan of water. Engineer-
ing, math and redesign were used in this challenge.

Mike Lithgow, Information and Outreach Coordinator for the Kalispell Tribe, brought in an array of animal pelts,
and other animal artifacts for a fun and informative talk on animal activity bringing biology and ecosystems to the day’s
learning.

Jennifer Hampson brought the Ozobots from the county’s libraries and throughout the day the children were able to
work with them. Ozobots are tiny robots students can code by drawing lines the robots travel on.
