John Kinney is piloting a digital
biology text this year that students access on
the iPads. Mr. Kinney is able to add and de-
lete chapters, content, and other information
to align with our needs while providing stu-
dents with a digital text book that provides
interactive sections and video animation by
touching a link within the text!

In addition to reading books for
biology, English and other classes on the
iPads, students are also using the graphing
calculating apps as well as apps for music,
science, and history. Students are also able

to type papers, create Powerpoint-like pre-
sentations, videos, and other creative proj-
ects for classroom presentations. However,
even though there are many great apps the
real benefit comes from viewing iPads as
tools that can be used as part of the learning
process. iPads are most effective when used
as a tool for student empowerment not just
a textbook or wordprocessor replacement.
Our goal is to create an environment where
the iPad is a student’s canvas. We need to
give them the freedom to paint their own
masterpieces and we are indebted to Teck
for providing these digital canvases!

Safety Drills

Throughout the year, students and staff
practice safety drills including fire drills and lock-
down. In the elementary school, the practice activi-
ties are conducted in a manner that children know
they are practicing for a situation, but details are kept
to a minimum. While practice is important for any
potential disaster, we do so in a manner that does
not stress the children. For example, in a lockdown
practice scenario in kindergarten, children play the
“squishy game”, where they all “squish” into a small
space and sit quietly. In older grades, students practice
with a little more understanding but still in a manner
that is not stressful. In fourth grade, they practiced
“hiding” from an intruder in both hallway and exterior
situations. At least one drill is practiced one time per
month and varies between fire and lockdown, earth-
quake, or shelter-in-place scenarios.

Students opting to stay
receive a small snack and a quiet
study environment in the school li-
brary with computers and a teacher
available. Transportation home will
be provided by the district activity
bus. This is a great chance to catch
up missing work, study for a test or
work on an upcoming assignment.

Emergency Drills
Students in grades 6-12 participated
in lock-down, shelter-in-place,
earthquake, and evaculation prac-
tice drills this fall.

Changes Coming to All
Washington Schools

Common Core Standards are standards that were
adopted by Washington State.

They think it means that we will no longer be able
to personalize education for our students and district.

However, the Commone Core Standards are
STANDARDS, not a prescribed curriculum. These re-
place the previous Washington State-developed standards
for reading, math, and language arts that our current MSP/
HSPE assessments were built on. The Common Core
Standards were developed by teachers across the nation
and adopted by 42 governors.

The standards are not a particular curriculum. In Wash-
ington, curriculum decisions are still made locally by the
295 individual school districts.

We are grateful for your continued support to the students in our three communities of lone,
Metaline, and Metaline Falls. Building strong schools only happens with commitment by the com-
munity and our community should be proud of what we have accomplished together!

The current M&O Levy expires at the end of 2014. Every two years we run a replace-
ment levy. We greatly appreciate that over the past 30 years, voters have approved each M&O levy
request.

This year, we are asking voters to approve a three-year levy so Selkirk’s ballot aligns with
both Cusick and Newport School District ballots saving us an estimated $13,000 over a six year pe-

People often ask, if their asssessed valuation goes up, will their school
levy cost also go up? The answer is complicated. The short answer
is “probably not”. The long answer is that figuring out an exact cost
per thousand two years in the future (2015) is complex, but the bot-
tom line is that Selkirk will only receive the levy amount ($550,000) in
2015, not the rate per thousand. The levy amount is divided by the
overall valuation in the county in 2014. The school district does NOT
receive more if your valuation increases. We estimated the $2.05 per

riod. The replacement levy will be collected in 2015, 2016, and 2017. We are very conscious about thousand based on 2013 information. In 2015, if the overall value
keeping taxes as low as possible while providing quality educational programs for our students. of the county increases (which is likely), then the rate per thousand
M&O levy funds are vital to the Selkirk School District’s operation of basic programs and to raise $550,000 drops.
