
Educator Standards and Qualifications 

 
No Child Left Behind (NCLB) places an emphasis on parents’ right to know about the professional qualifications of 

their child’s classroom teachers.  Such information would relate to the type of Washington State Certificate held, 

areas of endorsement, college major and advanced degrees.  In addition, all Title 1 schools must notify parents 

individually when their child had been assigned to or has been taught for four or more consecutive weeks by a 

teacher who does not meet NCLB requirements.  Selkirk Elementary School operates a Title 1 school-wide program.  

All Selkirk Elementary teachers and paraeducators currently meet the highly qualified definitions set by NCLB.
