For the 2021-22 school year, schools were identified based on previous years’ performance using definitions and labels as required in the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). A Targeted Support and Improvement (TSI) school is one that has at least one underperforming student subgroup. An Additional Targeted Support (ATS) school is one that has a student subgroup performing at the same level as the lowest 5% of all schools in the state. A Comprehensive Support and Improvement (CSI) school is one whose performance was in the lowest 5% of all schools in the state or had a graduation rate at or below. Some schools are not identified with any of these labels. In these cases, no label is given.

In the school year 2021-22 school year, we are pleased to announce that Lincoln Elementary was not given a label based on local and state assessment data.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]The overall combined rate of students on track to reach or maintain proficiency on state math and ELA assessments, within three years, is 25.39%. The staff of Lincoln Elementary continues to meet the individual and collective needs of our diverse student population using a variety of comprehensive instructional programs, including:  Instructional Learning Cycles (Math), SAAVAS My View (ELA) and Blevins and Heggerty phonemic awareness and phonics programs. Throughout the 2021-22 school year, the administration and staff put measures, programs, and strategies in place to meet the needs of our Tier 2 and Tier 3 students, known as TeamTime (MTSS). 
 
The administration and teachers continue to engage in (in-depth) analyses of several points of data which places high priority on our building level Instructional Learning plan, along with our School Improvement plan, which includes, but is not limited to:

1. Providing Effective Universal Tier 1 Instruction 
2. MTSS - Implementing research based programs as a platform to monitor student progress and individualize instruction for tier 3 and tier 2 students including Black/African American, Economically Disadvantaged students.  
3. Providing teachers TK-5 with Professional Learning in “The Science of Reading”  via a book study using Shifting the Balance by Jan Burkins and Kari Yates
4. Full implementation of 31a Data Teams, common planning times and Professional Learning Communities to improve content delivery and provide meaningful relevant professional development at the building level.  

We also continue to engage in building level professional development to increase our awareness of current best practices in teaching and Learning and strategies that complement the climate and culture of the building.

Currently, Lincoln Elementary is in the final stages of transforming from a balanced literacy model for reading to a phonics based approach known as the Science of Reading. Additionally, we continue our dedication to Instructional Learning Cycles at each grade level to help ensure standard mastery for all students.

During the fall of the 2022-23 school year 74% of parents attended Parent-Teacher Conferences, which is up 6% from the 2021-22 school year.  Parents were offered in-person, virtual and phone conferences.
By engaging teachers in purposeful district and building level Professional Learning, PLC’s and 31a Data Teams, and engaging students in research-based programs and instructional strategies, we are confident that we will increase our combined rate of students meeting proficiency in math and ELA, as well as the combined rate of students on track to reach or maintain proficiency on state math and ELA assessments.
