*Referred to by many as “Mr. Midview”. Don Binnie was a member of
Midview’s first graduation class in 1956. He participated in athletics, band,
choir and theatre.

*Don’s love for Midview continued beyond graduation and he was a Charter
Member and Officer of the Athletic Booster Club.

*In the late 60’s he was the chairman of the committee that promoted a 14
mill levy which is the largest to pass in the history of the Midview School
District.

*He subsequently was elected to the Midview School Board and served for
sixteen years. During that tenure he was the board president when the
gymnasium and locker room complex was added to the high school. It was by
his insistence that the press box was included as a feature of the gymnasium
which has been one of the reasons that Midview has been chosen to host the
Division I Basketball Tournament for the past several years.

*In 1980 he organized a door-to-door campaign to raise funds to prevent the
termination of the football and basketball programs for the school year.

*Don helped organize the Midview Athletic Hall of Fame and was the
president for the first seven years.

*He was the Touchdown Club’s first recipient of a Lifetime Achievement
Award for his contributions and efforts to support the football program.

Don Binnie continues to be an active participant in the Midview School District,
helping with the recent levy that passed. Don has been and is currently a
commentator for Midview athletic events presented by GLW Broadband and has
often been referred to as the “Voice of the Middies”.
