HEALTH SCREENING / WELLNESS CHECK
Hancock county Schools conducts an annual speech, language, hearing, vision, and dental screening. The screening is completed at all public elementary
schools, middle schools, and high schools.

According to the West Virginia Department of Education regulations, those students to be screened shall include:
= All students entering school for the first time in West Virginia
= Students entering kindergarten who did not participate in the pre-enrollment screening programs
= Students considered at high risk for potential problems in hearing, vision, speech, and language
= Students in at least one other grade level for potential hearing and vision problems.

Additionally, students who were on a developmental retest list from the previous year and teacher referrals will be screened.

Any parent who does not wish to have his or her child screened must submit a written request to the Hancock County Schools Student Service Department,
P.O. Box 1300, New Cumberland, WV 26047, or call 304.564.3411, extension 3324, during regular business hours.

Fall of 2026, all 7t grade and 12t grade students will need:

= Annual Health Check / physical examination from a doctor or medical provider, dental examination from a dentist; and already required adolescent
vaccinations (Tdap and Meningitis shots).

NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENT
