CLASS OF 2024- Mr. John Blackstock 1958

John Blackstock graduated in 1958. After graduation, he attended Central Michigan University where he
earned his Bachelor’s degree in 1963 followed by his master’s degree in 1964. He earned three varsity
letters in football and was a member of the 1962 Conference Championship team and set the record for
the most interceptions in a career with 7. During his college years, he was a member of the ROTC earning
the Distinguished Military Student Award. He then went on to serve his country in the United States Army
from 1964-1966 achieving the rank of Lieutenant and was the Infantry Rifle Platoon leader of the 4t
Infantry Division. He then returned home began his career as a high school PE and History teacher from
1966-1988. He became the assistant principal and then became principal in 1990. His service involved
extensive coaching including junior high basketball, varsity track, and football. He was the varsity head
football coach from 1966-1978 earning two league championships and in 1978 coached the Hatchets as
Runners Up in the MHSAA Class C State Finals. He was a founding director of the Michigan High School
Football Coaches Association and was later inducted into its Hall of Fame.

Janice Holz graduated in 1960 and went on to attend CMU earning a Bachelor’s of Science degree. For
twenty-five years, she worked as a Family Independence Specialist for the State of Michigan. Throughout
her career, Holz has spent a lifetime serving the Bad Axe community and beyond. Currently she is the
President of the HISD Board, secretary of the Thumb Industries Board, and director on the SET/SEG School
Insurance Board. She served on the Bad Axe Board of Education for twenty-five years. She is on the



Michigan Association of School Boards and serves as the director of Region 5 that includes the Thumb
area.

Richard Etzler, Class of 1983, went on to attend Michigan State University earning a Bachelor of Arts in
Accounting and worked for Arthur Anderson and Company in Detroit. Etzler became a certified Public
Accountant and began working for the Ford Motor Company. In 1990, he became a special agent with
the Federal Bureau of Investigation. During his time working in the FBI, he was a member of the Violent
Crime squad, White Collar Crime Squad and Drug and Organized Crime squad where he received several
FBIl awards and accolades. He was promoted to be Supervisory Special Agent in Washington, D.C. where
he worked in the Public Corruption and Government Fraud Unit and later became Supervisory Senior
Resident Agent of the FBI office in Harrisburg, Pennsylvania.

CLASS OF 2018- Dr. Clark Herrington Mr. Leland Rochefort 1951

Dr. Clark Herrington graduated in 1944 and enlisted in the United States Army where he was a member
of the Army band until 1946. He graduated from the University of Michigan in 1950 and Wayne State
University School of Medicine in 1954. In 1959, Herrington returned to his hometown of Bad Axe with his
wife, Jeannette, and their family and established the first surgical practice in the Thumb. He was
instrumental in bringing about the construction of Huron Memorial Hospital in 1970 where he served as
Chief of Staff for many years. Dr. Herrington was the first Fellow of the American College of Surgeons in
the Thumb Area. He helped to establish a summer program for medical students. He was a member of
the Huron County Medical Society and the Midwest Surgical Association serving as President. After
retirement, Herrington served on the Bad Axe City Council and was an instructor for the St. Clair
Community College nursing program held at the Huron Tech Center. He passed away in 2008, but his
legacy continues in his children- Susan, Kate, Charley, David, Mimi, Dorothy, and Margaret.

Leland “Jack” Rochefort graduated from Bad Axe High School in 1951. After graduation, he served in the
United States Navy before returning home to begin working at a local tool and die maker, Mozik Tool. In
1972, Mr. Rochefort started Thumb Tool and Engineering in Bad Axe producing dies. Thumb Tool and
Engineering grew to become the second largest die maker in the United States. In 2017, over 200 people
were employed at Thumb Tool with 57 of them being employed for over 30 years. In 1996, Rochefort
merged Thumb Tool into the Gemini Group which employs over 1200 members of the community. Mr.
Rochefort was a founding shareholder of Northstar Bankin 2001. Over the years, Rochefort has supported
a number of community programs including Bad Axe Schools, Little League Baseball and Softball, Teen
Challenge, and other charitable giving. Rochefort resides in Bad Axe with his wife, Harriett. He is the
father of four children- Cindy, Jerry, Lori, and Jeff with his late wife, Jean, and has 13 grandchildren.



CLASS OF 2017- Mr. Richard Lee 1957 Mr. William Tageson 1960

Richard Lee, Class of 1957, served in the US Marines earning the rank of sergeant. Lee then attended
Alma College where he was a dual sport athlete playing football and baseball. He later earned a Master’s
Degree from the University of Michigan. Richard spent over 35 years at Carman Ainsworth Schools as an
English, Drama, and Drivers Education teacher. Mr. Lee has served as a High School Broadcaster for 35
years and the Alma College Football PA announcer for 21 years. In 2011, Mr. Lee entered the Alma College
Athletic Hall of Fame. His love of theater also included being the State Director for the Michigan Thespian
Society for 10 years and on the Board of Directors of the International Thespian Society, and 24 years as
a member of the Young People’s Ballet Theatre Company.

CLASS OF 2014- Mr. Stephen Moore 1979 Captain Thomas Otterbein 1966 Mr. John Rowland 1956

Stephen Moore graduated from Bad Axe in 1979. Mr. Moore earned a B.A. from Albion College and a
Juris Doctor from the Detroit College of Law. Mr. Moore is a special agent with the Internal Revenue
Service, Criminal Investigation Division. He has investigation expertise in organized crime, asset forfeiture,
money laundering, health-care fraud, undercover operations, and international financial crimes. Other
accomplishments include being the Michigan Coordinator for Project Outreach which works to educate
middle and high school students on the dangers of drugs and the Adrian Project which is an interactive
financial workshop for college students around the country.

Otterbein was the
Executive Officer and Acting Commanding Officer of the US Navy Fighter Weapons School otherwise
known as Top Gun. He was involved in the development of the script for the major motion picture Top
Gun. Otterbein was the first Commanding Officer of the USS Harry S. Truman from 1996-1999. Upon his
retirement from the Navy, Otterbein was recognized for his service in the U.S. House of Representatives.
After retirement, Mr. Otterbein worked ten years for Sperry Marine Corporation and Northrop Grumman
Corporation providing navigation equipment and software for military and commercial use. Otterbein
currently resides in Charlottesville, Virginia.

Mr. John Rowland graduated from Bad Axe in 1956. After his graduation from Bad Axe, Mr. Rowland
entered the US Marine Corp where he served from 1957-1961. He then went on to earn a B.A. in
Education from Alma College in 1962 where he also was a starting center for the Alma College football
team from 1959-1961. Later, Rowland earned a M.A. from Eastern Michigan University in 1968. Mr.
Rowland began his education career in Chesaning before coming home to Bad Axe as a teacher in 1964.

Superintendent, athletic director, assistant High School Principal, and Junior High Principal. Rowland was
involved in numerous extracurricular activities including head football coach, assistant football coach,
assistant basketball coach, 4-6 grade basketball, and Babe Ruth baseball coach. He was a member of the
Bad Axe Chamber of Commerce, President of the Thumb B Athletic Association, and on the committee
that established girls’ athletics in the Thumb of Michigan. Rowland was instrumental in starting the annual
8th grade trip that students continue to enjoy today. He established a scholarship in memory of his late
wife, Linda, which is given annually to a graduating senior. In 2013, the Bad Axe School’s performance
arts center was named the Linda and John Rowland Performance Arts Center. Mr. Rowland continues to
reside in Bad Axe, Michigan.
