H. Cooper, who moved
to Casper, Wyoming. As we moved into the last half of our high school days we
lost J. Bruhn, L. Snethen, and R, Larson., Roger 1is now finishing high school
in Seattle, Washington. Again the school carnival came, this year with S. Dick
and D. Pearson as attendents, Later in the year we presented our unprompted
play "It's Great To Be Crazy" and during play practice the school was through-
ly explored. Again in the spring prom time came. This year we Put on the ban-
quet and prom for the seniors. Our theme was "Deep Sea Paradise". This was the
first year we had an orchestra for the prom and a movie and breakfast followed
to make the evening a complete success. When we again enrolled in the fall of
1956 for our last year of high school the enrollment remained the same as at
the end of the Junior year.
