MINUTES


Motion was made by Craig Watson and seconded by J.M. Everett to accept the minutes of the meeting held on April 21, 1997.  Vote was unanimous for approval.


MID MAY MEETING

Rescheduling of the mid May meeting was discussed.  The meeting is scheduled for May 20, 1997 at 6:00 P.M. in the Gilchrist County Courthouse.


CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS


Representatives of Allen's Office Supply addressed the Board regarding furniture for the new Bell Elementary School.  A parent inquired about principal and teacher placements.  She also expressed concerns regarding vandalism at the school and field trips.


PUBLIC HEARING

At 11:00 A.M., the Board heard a public hearing as advertised.  James Vickers made a motion to table amending the policy regarding community use of school facilities for funerals.  J.M. Everett seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Craig Watson made a motion, which was seconded by J.M. Everett, to amend existing policy regarding employees holding multiple job classifications.  Board approval was unanimous.


James Vickers made a motion to approve amending the policy regarding class ranking, honor participation, selection of valedictorian and salutatorian.  Ronald Smith seconded the motion.  There was unanimous approval from the Board.


DISCIPLINARY REVIEW

Commencing at 11:30 A.M., in closed session, the Board held disciplinary reviews of three (3) Trenton Middle School students.  In Case #97-025, student #0102528029 and her mother were present.  After hearing testimony presented, Craig Watson made a motion to expel student #0102528029 for the remainder of 1996-97 and all of 1997-98 with the student having the option to apply for readmittance prior to the 1997-98 school year and that the student be allowed to attend the Second Chance School.  Ronald Smith seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


Sheree Lancaster, Board Attorney, advised the Board that a Motion for Continuance had been filed in Case #97-026 for student #0689039013 and that the case will be brought before the Board on May 20, 1997.  No Board action was necessary.


Testimony was presented in Case #97-027 regarding student #2188211003.  The student nor her parent/guardian were present.  Ronald Smith made a motion, which was seconded by James Vickers, to expel student #2188211003 for the remainder of 1996-97, all of 1997-98 and to permit the student to apply for readmission prior to 1996-97 and to approve the student  attending the Second Chance School.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.


The Board recessed at 11:44 A.M.


PROJECTS

The Board reconvened at 1:30 P.M.  Bobby Cresap, representative of JRA Architects presented information on the current projects.  A baseline proposal from Perry Parrish was presented.  James Vickers made a motion to approve the recommendation of Superintendent Thomas and JRA Architects to accept the April 30, 1997 baseline proposal on the Bell High School project in the amount of $11,323,000.00 from Perry Parrish, Inc. HEALTH INSURANCE PROPOSAL

Richard Cooper with EBS/Atlanta presented information regarding proposals for health insurance. Ronald Smith made a motion to approve the recommendation of the Superintendent.  Craig Watson seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.
