Editing Text:
1. Select the Text Box: To change the text, click on the text 

box you want to edit. A blue border will appear around the 
box, indicating it's selected.

2. Edit the Text:
○ Replace All Text: To replace all the text in the box, 

double-click inside the box or click and drag your cursor 
over the existing text to select it, and then start typing. 
The old text will be replaced with your new text.

○ Edit Part of the Text: To edit only a portion of the text, 
click inside the text box to place the cursor where you 
want to make changes. Then, type, delete, or use the 
arrow keys to navigate and edit.

3. Formatting Text: Google Slides has a toolbar at the top 
where you can format the text:
○ Font: Change the font style.
○ Font Size: Increase or decrease the size of the text.
○ Text Color: Change the color of the text.
○ Bold, Italic, Underline: Apply these text styles.
○ Alignment: Align the text within the box (left, center, 

right, justify).

Editing Objects:

In this template, "objects" might refer to shapes, images, or 
the text boxes themselves. Here's how to edit them:
1. Select the Object: Click on the object you want to 

change. A blue border with small squares (handles) will 
appear around it.

2. Move the Object: To move an object, click and hold 
down the mouse button while your cursor is inside the 
object. Then, drag the object to its new location on the 
slide and release the mouse button.

3. Resize the Object: To resize an object, click and drag 
one of the small square handles on the border.
○ Dragging a corner handle will resize the object 

proportionally.
○ Dragging a side handle will only change the width 

or height.
4. Delete the Object: To delete an object, select it and 

then press the "Delete" key on your keyboard.
5. Change the Object's Appearance:

○ Fill Color: If it's a shape or text box, you can change 
the fill color using the "Fill color" option in the 
toolbar.

○ Border Color/Style: You can also change the border 
color, style, and thickness using the options in the 
toolbar.
