Coach Harold White (1947-1954)

Coach Harold White was a graduate of Northwestern University, lettering in football, basketball
and baseball. Early in his career, White coached several high schools in Idaho and Colorado. At
Salida, CO his football team had a 39-game winning streak. White coached at Colorado College
for seven seasons, going undefeated in 1943. After WW Il, White decided to coach and direct
high school athletics, and came to BHS. White’s football record was 34-16-4 with two ESD
titles and a Mythical State Co-Championship in 1952 when he was selected as SD Football
Coach of the Year. His basketball record was 102-48 with three ESD titles and the 1952 State
Championship. White was also an assistant coach, when the Bobcats won the 1951 State Track
& Field Championship. After seven years, White left Brookings High School to accept a
position in Wisconsin.
