Councilwoman Russell explained that this increases the non-union employees sick leave payout from 25% to
50% of up to 960 hours to coincide with union employees.

Councilwoman Russell explained that the committee that used to collect for the 4% of July fireworks, does not
want to take on the task anymore.

Mayor Closser explained that the city cannot solicit donations or have fundraisers. The city needs to getinto a
fireworks contract soon as the 4t is one week earlier in the year. Administration is proposing that the city pay
for the fireworks as a guarantee that it's taken care of.

Councilman Hitt asked if additional donations can be given to the city.

Mayor Closser said that the city can accept donations and pointed out that an individual donated money to have
the alley paved behind the post office.

Councilman Peters felt the $10,000 could be better used in the community center.

Mayor Closser responded that a lot of cities already pay for their fireworks. It's a guarantee that there will be a
4 of July fireworks event.

President Comer shared that West Jefferson VFW takes care of their fireworks, running funds through their non-
profit status.

Mayor Closser currently cannot find a non-profit organization that wants to take over raising the funds for the
fireworks display.

Councilwoman Russell pointed out that this is a great family affair! There are wall to wall families attending the
event. Other organizations also set up during the event. It would look worse if council didn’t pass it.

Councilman Hitt said it should be advertised that the city is paying for it so people will appreciate it. It would be
nice for them to see this.

Mayor Closser said he will work with the booster organizations, post on Facebook, and other social media to let
citizens know the city will fund it.
