 City Council Meeting Minutes 

 
February 10, 2020 

 
CALL TO ORDER  
 

Mayor Winkelman called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
and Councilmember Reid led the flag salute. 
 

ROLL CALL 
 

Those in attendance at the meeting were Mayor Winkelman 
and Councilmembers Anderson, Carlstrom, George, Grun, 
Hinchen, Nelson, Patterson, Puvogel, Reid and Wilson. 
Absent from the meeting were Councilmember Dick and 
McMillan.  
 
Staff in attendance were Police Chief Jeff Myers, Fire 
Representative Rich Malizia, City Librarian Mary Thornton, 
City Attorney Steve Johnson, City Administrator Brian Shay, 
Finance Director Corri Schmid and Council Secretary Tracy 
Wood. 

COMMUNICATIONS  
Library/Census  City Librarian Mary Thornton spoke to the Council regarding the 

upcoming census that is taking place in 2020. The census is 
important for funding for schools, communities, libraries and 
highway repair. She encouraged everyone to participate. The 
Library will be providing computers for people to enter their 
census information or citizens can do it off their home computer. 
This year it will be done electronically. Paper copies will be 
available for those not being able to access a computer. They are 
also recruiting for temporary help and will be at the library every 
Saturday through February. The jobs will last approximately 12 
weeks.

Mayor Winkelman stated that he will be recognizing 
councilmembers before they speak.

Councilmember Grun moved for the adoption of the consent 
agenda item a and his motion was seconded. Those items 
appearing on the consent agenda were as follows:

The motion for approval of Consent Agenda item a passed by 
voice vote.  
 

OFFICER REPORTS  
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Tree Planting Bids Mr. Shay provided a written report to the council regarding the 

recent call for bids for Tree Planting. Three bids were received 
as follows: Ramirez Reforestation $15,880; Four Seasons 
$20,000; and Mt. St. Helens $27,500. Staff recommends that 
Ramirez Reforestation be awarded the contract as the apparent 
low bidder. Councilmember Grun moved to award the bid to 
Ramirez Reforestation and his motion was seconded. A 
discussion and Mr. Shay stated the Company is from the 
Lewis County area and have done work for the city in the past. 
The main motion passed by voice vote.  
 

Thermal Imaging Camera Ms. Schmid provided a written report to the Council regarding 
the purchase of a Thermal Imaging Camera for the Fire 
Department. The quote received, which includes sales tax was 
for $5,665.07 through Mallory Safety and Supply, LLC. Staff 
recommends that Council approve the thermal imaging camera 
purchase through Mallory Safety and Supply LLC. 
Councilmember Hinchen moved to approve the staff 
recommendation to purchase the camera and his motion was 
seconded. A brief discussion followed regarding what is being 
purchased and that the old cameras will be surplused and 
either sent to auction or sold per a city auction. The motion to 
approve the purchase passed by voice vote.

Beautification Committee Mayor Winkelman provided information to the Council 

regarding the recent Beautification committee project. The 
Beautification Committee worked with the school classes and 
asked the children to tell us what they love about Hoquiam. 
These hearts are being displayed in businesses and here at City 
Hall.

The Committee also asked for input through their 
Facebook page on what people in the community like about 
Hoquiam. There are some great comments. He thanked the 
Committee for all of their hard work.

Declaring Emergency for 
City Hall Masonry Repair 

A Resolution declaring an emergency, and waiving the bid 
requirements of RCW 35.23.352, and authorizing the Mayor to 
contract with Pioneer Masonry Restoration Company, Inc., to 
perform masonry and other repairs to City Hall. .Declaring An 
Emergency to Perform Masonry and Other Repairs to City Hall. 
Councilmember Carlstrom moved for approval of this resolution 
and her motion was seconded. A discussion was held regarding the 
contractor and Mr. Shay stated that he is the contractor who has 
been working on the recent remodel of Emerson Manor. The cost 
for the required repairs is approximately $20,000. The City did 
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receive some insurance money from flood which will cover part of 
the costs and replacement of the carpet in the finance area. 
Following this discussion, the motion to approve the Resolution 
passed by voice vote 

Other Legal  
Department of Corrections 
Amendment No. 5 

Included in the Council packetwas Amendment #5 to the 
contract between the City of Hoquiam and the Department of 
Corrections. The amendment includes an increase in the rate 
the city will be paid for housing of prisoners for DOC and 
extending the length of the contract through June 30, 2021. 
Councilmember Puvogel moved to accept the contract and his 
motion was seconded. A brief discussion followed after which 
the motion to approve and accept the contract passed by voice 
vote. 
 

Council Retreat Councilmember Puvogel reminded the Councilmembers that 
the Council Retreat will be Monday, March 2nd at 7:00 p.m. at 
Events on Emerson. 
 

Lunch with the Mayors Councilmember Reid stated that she attended the Lunch with 
the Mayors and was very interested in listening to what each 
Mayor has planned. 
 

Hometown Coalition Councilmember Wilson reminded the Councilmembers that 
the Hometown Coalition is looking for another member from 
our Council to serve on their committee. He has participated in 
the past when his work schedule allowed it and would 
encourage others to get involved with their committee.

A brief discussion was held regarding the old Woodman Hall 
located on J Street. The current owner received approximately 
$70,000 in grants and is working very hard on the building.

There 
is a new owner who will hopefully do some repairs.

Nuisance Abatement Councilmember George stated he wanted to recognize and thank 
the staff members involved in nuisance abatement.

The 
Committee she is referring to is a special committee assigned by 
the Mayor who are looking at the Certified Landlord Program. The 
committee is comprised of three members from the council as well 
as staff. Councilmember Anderson, Carlstrom and McMillan are 
currently serving on that committee. 
 

EXECUTIVE SESSION Mayor Winkelman announced that Council will convene in 
Executive Session to discuss the possible purchase of property. 
The session will last approximately ten minutes. He called for a 
five minute recess at 7:46 after which the Executive Session 
would begin. Councilmember Carlstrom moved to recess the

passed by voice vote.
