Councilmember Pennant stated that he was not able to attend the 

EIS public hearings but wanted it known that he is opposed to the 

expansions and is opposed to crude oil coming into Hoquiam.

Councilmember Tibbetts spoke regarding the downed telephone 

and cable lines.  There is a law that allows for a public utility 

district to deal with downed lines and it might be something the 

city wants to look into for the future.

A brief discussion was held on having the Planning Commission 

look into the possibility of having a commercial overlay in the 

industrial zones where T-3 and the Anderson Middleton property 

are.
