AMERICAN SIGN LANGUAGE

Governor Livingston High School is the only secondary
school in New Jersey to offer three years of American
Sign Language (ASL) as a World Language. ASL is open
to all students: hearing, deaf, and hard of hearing. The

ASL courses allow students to better
| understand the grammar, syntax and
history of American Sign Language.
In addition, the popularity of these
classes has created an understanding
& of deafness and promoted friendships
between hearing and deaf students.
" Those who achieve a high level of
academic success in their American Sign Language
studies may also participate in the national ASL Honor
Society.

ASL CLUB

The Deaf and Hard of Hearing Program at Governor
Livingston has an active ASL club consisting of deaf, hard
of hearing and hearing students. Under the guidance of
the club’s advisors, students not only plan trips and social
events, but also engage in fundraising activities to benefit
causes outside of the organization. Past trips have
included interpreted Broadway performances and special

D/HH events across New Jersey.
