The Superintendent makes
the decision to close schools, delay the opening due to inclement weather or any other reason as early as possible.

¢ Delayed Opening Bus Schedule: Pick up times at all bus stops will be 90 minutes later on delayed opening days.
A Emergency Early Dismissal: Students will be supervised by staff until such time transportation can be provided.
