Parent Engagement

Why Parent Engagement is Important

Children

Tend to achieve more regardless of background, socioeconomic status, or parent education level

Achieve better grades, test scores, and attendance

Better self-esteem, more self-disciplined, show higher aspirations and motivation towards school

Positive attitude results in improved behavior and less discipline

Fewer children placed in special education or remedial classes




Parent Engagement

Why Parent Engagement is Important

Parents

Increase interaction and discussion with children and are more responsive to social, emotional, and
intellectual development needs

More confident in parenting and decision-making skills

As parents gain knowledge of child development, there is more use of affection and
positive reinforcement and less punishment on their children

When parents are aware of what their children are learning, they are more likely to
help when they are requested by teachers to become more involved in their children's
learning activities at home
