PLAN A - TWO-HOUR DELAY
School will start two hours later than usual.
Dismissal is the same time and doesn’t change.

What does "Plan A" mean for Parents/Student(s)?
Early Childhood will have afternoon classes only.
Child Care will open at normal time, unless there is new precipitation overnight.
The school bus will pick your child up two hours later than usual in the morning.
No breakfast will be served.

What does "Plan A" mean for staff?
All staff will report to work two hours later than normal (unless directed differently by your supervisor).
All school bus services will run two hours late, serving only regular routes.

PLAN C - NO SCHOOL FOR STUDENTS
All schools will be closed.
District Office will remain open.
Extracurricular activities will be decided by noon.

What does "Plan C" mean for Parents/Student(s)?
No students will report to school.

What does "Plan C" mean for staff?
District Office staff will report.
Secretaries and Building Principals will report. 
Custodial staff will report.
Maintenance and grounds staff will report.

PLAN D - DISTRICT CLOSED FOR STUDENTS & STAFF
All schools and district buildings will be closed.

What does "Plan D" mean for Parents/Student(s)?
No students will report to school.

What does "Plan D" mean for staff? 
District office staff will report remotely.
Custodial staff will report.
Maintenance and grounds staff will report. 
Superintendent will report.

PLAN B - TWO-HOUR EARLY RELEASE*
Our busses will run afternoon routes two hours early.
Extracurricular evening activities will be cancelled.

What does "Plan B" mean for Parents/Student(s)?
Students will be released from school two hours earlier than usual.
Your child’s bus will drop them off two hours earlier than usual.

What does "Plan B" mean for staff?
Staff will adjust work schedule accordingly to the opening and closing of school.
