Biker Riders/ Walkers Dismissal Procedures

When thunder and/or lightning are present at dismissal, we will not allow students to
leave campus without adult supervision. To ensure we honor your preference of alternate
dismissal procedures, please read carefully through the options below and select your
preference.

**Note: We will follow your choice below; however, children still on campus at 3:15PM will be
placed in the Brevard After School (BAS) program and the parent/guardian will be charged a

$29 drop-in fee AND a $25 registration fee due at pickup. Parent Initials

Option A:

Hold my child in the media center until the thunder/lightning has ceased for at least 10
minutes. At 3:00PM if thunder/lightning is still active, I understand I will be
required to pick up my child from the office because there is no crossing guard
after 3:00PM.

Option B:

If there is thunder/lightning at dismissal, send my child to the car loop and I will pick them up.
I do not want my child released from campus if there has been any noted thunder/lightning at
the time of dismissal.
