Changing How Your Child Goes Home

Changing the way a student goes home (bus, car, walk, After School Care or Daycare), can ONLY be ac-
cepted in writing (NOT through email, text or messaging app). In accordance with the Jessica Lunsford
Act, we cannot relay telephone messages to students, accept emails or a verbal message from a child re-
garding any changes to dismissal procedures.

If the regular method of leaving school needs to be changed, parents must send a signed note to the child's
teacher. Only a signed, dated, written statement from the parent/guardian can be accepted as valid in-
structions. The following information must be included in the note:

¢ Child’s first & last name and teacher’s name

¢ Date(s) of the change & how long it is in effect (single day, week, rest of the year)

¢+ Name of the person picking up (if applicable). This person must be listed on the registration form as au-
thorized to pick up the students.

¢+ Signature of the parent/guardian listed on the registration form.
