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The Brevard County Community
Located on the central-east coast of Florida, Brevard County is known as the Space Coast.  Brevard County is a cultural and educational center as well as home to The Florida Institute of Technology, the University of Central Florida Lifelong Learning Center, and Eastern Florida State College.  Cultural activities and enrichment programs are provided by the Brevard Art Center, the Brevard Orchestra, Space Coast Philharmonic, the Brevard Ballet Troupe, and the Community Theatre, the Nature Center, the Science Center, the Brevard Zoo, and the Maxwell King Center for the Performing Arts.
Merritt Island High School, grades 9 – 12, is a comprehensive high school accredited by the Cognia.  Merritt Island High School is one of 15 high schools in Brevard County whose school system is the 66th largest district in the nation.  Brevard Public Schools (BPS) are recognized as state and national leaders in academic excellence.  Merritt Island High offers Small Learning Communities such as the AP Academy, Academy of Hospitality & Tourism Management, DaVinci Academy (Engineering), and FAME (Fine Arts Multimedia Entertainment) Academy. Completing the AP Academy may result in both a local AP Diploma and the nationally recognized AP Capstone Diploma from College Board. 
The 2021 cohort consisted of 345 graduates.  57 graduates completed requirements of their respective academies, Honor Graduates (3.5 or above weighted GPA) numbered 146, 27 National Honor Society and 9 National Hispanic Honor Society members.
  The Collegiate High School program allows students to graduate with an AA degree upon high school graduation. 26 students received their AA degrees at graduation last year.  All of Merritt Island High’s vocational programs are industry certified. 153 of the 2021 graduates exited with at least one industry certification.
Testing (most recent data available from FLDOE) 93.3% of 2019 MIHS graduates took a SAT, ACT or PERT.  22.6% enrolled in Florida Universities after graduation 83% successfully completed university math classes and 94% successfully completed university English courses in the fall after their graduation.

In the 2020-21 school year Merritt Island High 9-12 students sat for 564 AP Exams.  49% of those exams were scored 3 or higher by College Board. Our school has a 52% participation rate in AP according to US News Best High School Reporting. 
During students 11th grade year all BPS students are provided a free SAT. 
College Attendance History
67% of 2021graduates plan to attend some type of post-secondary education. (34% colleges & tech schools/33% university), 7% armed services. MIHS’ students continue to be accepted into prestigious colleges such Yale, Princeton, Washington University, MIT, Georgia Tech, and Military Academies.  There were 6 ROTC scholarships totaling $935,000. Merritt Island High’s students are also accepted at all 13 public universities in the State of Florida as well as the private universities such as Embry-Riddle and Florida Institute of Technology. The class of 2021 collectively earned millions of dollars in academic and military scholarships and completed 16,345 hours of community service.  
Florida’s Bright Futures Scholarship Program

Florida’s Bright Futures Scholarship Program rewards our state’s high-achieving and hard-working high school graduates. 68 students from the class of 2021 earned a Bright Future scholarship. Within the Bright Futures program there are three types of awards with different criteria.  General requirements for scholarship eligibility are listed below.
