No Barriers - 9th Grade Field Trip:



Good Afternoon, Terrier Families,

Throughout Brevard Public Schools, all 9" grade students are reading the book No Barriers by Erik
Weihenmayer. Our Superintendent, Dr. Rendell and the school board purchased a copy of No Barriers for all
freshmen students. District leaders have invited the author Erik Weihenmayer to speak to our students on
January 30™.

Rerouting of Student Walkers: To ensure student safety during ongoing construction projects, beginning
January 8 students who walk to school must enter campus through the front gates along US-1.

Early Dismissal Reminders - BPS Board Policy 5230 relates to the early dismissal of students. As has been
stated in the THS Student Handbook for many years, please be aware of the following procedures for
student check out.

Emergency Check Out - The emergency contacts you provided during registration are only for
emergencies. This means that if an emergency occurs and the custodial parent/legal guardian is NOT able
to check out the student, the Attendance Clerk will contact the custodial parent/legal guardian to verify that
the student may be released to an emergency contact. The emergency contact must present valid
identification to check out the student. Students will NOT be released to individuals not listed on the
emergency contact list; please update this information if necessary.

Non-Emergency Check Out - For the safety of our students, only the custodial parent/legal guardian may
check out students. As stated in the Student Handbook for the past several years, if a parent/legal guardian
cannot check out a student, students must bring a doctor, court, or parent note that includes the date, time,
phone number of parent/guardian, the emergency contact who will check out the student, or which grants
permission for students who walk/drive to leave. Students should give the note to the Attendance Clerk by
9am (or upon arrival at school). The clerk will call the parent/guardian to verify the request. Without a
written note, only the parent/legal guardian will be permitted to check out the student.

If your phone numbers/email address have changed or you need to add emergency contacts, please
contact the Front Office by Friday, November 17 to update your information.

Breakfast Hours
The cofeteria is open from 8:00am - 8:40 am every day. Stodents who eat breakfast shoold proceed directly to

the cafeteria when they arrive on campus. Stodents who arrive on campos after 8:40am will not have the
opportonity to get breakfast from the cafeterio.

Blankets
Please do not bring blankets to school. If a stodent brings a blanket, it will be confiscated for the day and can be

picked vp in the dean's office after school.

Food Deliveries
Stoudents and parents may NOT have food delivered to school. Any food delivery to school will be torned away. It

is a violation of our school safety plan to have food delivered on campus or passed to stodents through a gate or
fence.

Back Gate
A reminder that the gate from Hopkins Ave will be closed starting in Janvary. Stodents MUST enter campus by

way of the front gate.

After the third referral, stodents may be
suspended from school.
