WHEREAS, the taxpayers, Andrew & Elena Mochkarov, appealed the assessment levied on Block 2302, Lot 21

WHEREAS, on December 11, 2024, Resolution #24-300 was approved with a clerical error on the 2024 Assessed
Value; and

WHEREAS, the subject property is located at 25 Wainwright Ave.; and
WHEREAS, the Plaintiffs were represented by an Attorney in this matter; and

WHEREAS, the Borough’s Tax Assessor and Borough’s Residential Real Estate Tax Appraiser have approved and
recommend that the appeal be settled as follows:

Withdraw tax years 2020, 2022 & 2023
2024 Assessed Value will be reduced from $1,398,100 to $1,325,000

WHEREAS, there are sufficient funds available in the reserve for tax appeals account to satisfy the 2024 tax
refund, if any; and

WHEREAS, the assessor is of the opinion that the valuation of the subject property is consistent with the true
value of the property.
