Eligibility Requirements

= Students must meet all eligibility requirements to participate in senior
activities (including prom):

= Academic: must be passing at least 35 credits worth of classes for Q3.

= Attendance: must have completed any required attendance make-up days.

= Detentions: must have served all outstanding detentions.

= Note: prom dates can only attend prom if they also meet eligibility
requirements. Must be under 21.
