Introduction
USD #393 Solomon is a K-12 school district with territory in three counties.  All of our buildings are located in Solomon, Ks.  We completed a district renovation in 2023 which included a new elementary building, new kitchen and dining area as well as upgrades to existing restrooms and locker rooms.  The ag shop was completely renovated.  A new rubber surface track was also installed.   The district has an active Parents as Teachers Program.  The district hosts a full time 3 and 4 year old program.This is the 22nd year for our Pre K-4 After School Program.  We offer concurrent college classes to our junior and senior high school students.  Currently, the district employs 81 total staff members with 39 certified staff members including two full time counselors and a communication specialist.  Student/teacher ratio is about 1/12 or less.

The District’s Accomplishments and Challenges
