President Pro Tem Doll asked Clerk to read Ord 2022-01 for the first time re: AN ORDINANCE
AMENDING CHAPTER 864 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF WAPAKONETA AND
REPEALING SECTION 660.15 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF WAPAKONETA.
Mr. Miller noted a typo within the ordinance about fees. Law Director Neal will correct this for next
meeting.

The City of Wapakoneta is moving forward with a partnership with Wapak YMCA to operate the Wapak
WaterPark in 2022.

Autobahn and Pusheta Paint will be expanding.

Working on invoicing compatibilities with the City Utilities Office.

Mr. Campbell asked if the greenhouse expansion will involve the same types of vegetables. Mayor
Henderson replied, yes.

Mr. Dunlap asked if the Autobahn expansion will occur on the existing site. Mayor Henderson replied,
yes.
