But school enrollment is not expected to return to pre-COVID-19 levels for at least the next several years.

According to the June forecast numbers, enroliment for the 2024-25 school year is forecast to be
1,037,337, which is below the 2016-17 school year enroliment of 1,079,421.

“In 2020-21, Common Schools enrollment declined year-over-year by 3.7 percent due to concerns about
COVID-19 and remote/hybrid schooling,” the forecast states. “Some families opted for home-based
instruction, private school instruction, or delayed their child's enrollment in kindergarten. Additional
families may have relocated out-of-state. Finally, immigrants moving into Washington State significantly
dropped.

“In 2021-22, total enrollment remained flat. Kindergarten and 1st grade public school enroliment rates
improved from those of the prior year, though not to pre-pandemic rates. Further, year-over-year declines

occurred in grades 4-8 as well as grade 10, Running Start and Open Door. The forecast assumes a shift in
