Moon – (WHITE) the natural satellite of the Earth. 
Penumbra – (GRAY) the area in which the shadow of an object (the moon on the Earth) is partial, 
and the area in which a partial solar eclipse is experienced. 
Sun – (YELLOW) the star in our Solar System. 
Umbra – ( BLACK) the area in which the shadow of an object (the moon on the Earth) is total, and 
the area in which a total solar eclipse is experienced. 
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
