Facility Use

Pioneer Elementary opened for the 2002-03
school year. This two-story elementary school
houses 31 classrooms for use as kindergarten
through fifth-grade classes, music, art,
technology, special education and remedial
programs for both math and reading. The
facility also includes a multi-purpose room
with a stage for use as a gymnasium,
lunchroom and for assemblies and events. A
2020 Capital Levy funded the installation of a
secured entryway at Pioneer. The school
received a new roof and paint in Summer
