School Improvement Plan

Post has continued expanding our collaboration, learning, and strategies to support inclusive practices to
meet each students' needs. The staff is engaging as content and grade level teams to collaborate in
removing barriers and planning as they implement UDL strategies and cross curricular connections.
Professional learning communities continue to meet weekly to support collaborative planning and
assessment of grade level standards. Post has continued implementation of a WIN ("What | Need")
advisory period 4 days a week. This is where students can get academic intervention, organizational
support, or extension in areas as well as their weekly Character Strong Lesson. Post also continues our
WEB program to support 6th grade transition to middle school and to build leadership skills among our
7th and 8th graders. The WEB program goes alongside the Character Strong curriculum that includes
weekly social emotional learning lessons. Behavior intervention and social emotional learning continues
to be a priority again based on student needs in order for students to access academic content and
academic intervention. In addition we have also revamped student recognition and awards with building
wide Caught You Daring tickets, Student of the Month recognition, and additional student recognitions
throughout the year. Post continues to deploy resources and strategies to support all of the needs
presented through team meetings, collaboration with families, professional learning in behavioral
supports, student support advocate connections, and school counselor support.
