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On Opening Day in September, Dryden Central Schools 
officially announced the district’s new mission and 
vision statements, as well as updated core beliefs. The 
district believes the new statements chart a path that all 
stakeholders can support, keeping students’ interests, 
safety and well-being at the core of everything they do.
Dryden Schools also designed new banners and 
classroom posters with the help of CiTi BOCES PR, which 
were hung throughout the school as a daily reminder  
of the district’s values. 

On Thursday, Oct. 31, Dryden Middle/High School students and staff came 
together for Service Day, an afternoon of volunteer work with the goal to 
enhance, support and contribute to Dryden Schools and the community. 

Classes ran as scheduled on Thursday until 11:00 a.m. when students 
separated into small groups and reported to designated locations to begin 
their projects. 

On campus, students revitalized the courtyards by trimming trees and 
spreading fresh soil. Students also crocheted blankets to donate to those in 
need, as well as made fleece blankets for animals at the SPCA of Tompkins 
County. Another group aimed to spread positivity around the school by 
painting rocks adorned with words of encouragement, creating self-help 
posters and drawing motivational notes.

“When our middle and high school students work together with staff to 
accomplish service projects, they learn how to give back to both their 
school and community. More than 30 projects were completed by 700 
students,” said Kyle Colunio, Dryden High School Principal.

Students also prepared the school hallways with Halloween decorations 
for “Trick or Treat Street,” an option for young children in the Dryden area to 
safely participate in trick-or-treating throughout the building. 

In the Dryden community, students volunteered at the Southworth Library, 
where they organized books and toys. Students also visited a local nursing 
home, cleaned up Montgomery Park and read to students at Dryden 
Elementary School and Cassavant Elementary School.

“An all-out effort was needed by students, staff and community members 
to accomplish this feat. We are proud to be able to offer opportunities for 
students that go beyond the classroom,” said Colunio.

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Dear Families, 
I hope this letter finds you and your family well. As we turn the corner on winter and the days become longer, it is hard to believe that the  
2019-2020 school year is more than half over. I am proud of the work we are doing in the Dryden Central School District, and we continue to make 
progress on a path of continuous improvement that is aligned to our core beliefs, as well as rooted in our mission to educate and empower each 
learner to achieve excellence and build a better world.

I wanted to spend time in this letter updating you on our voter approved 40 million dollar Capital Improvement Project as I am sure many of you 
wonder about this work as you drive around our community and see the activity going on in and around our buildings. As you may be aware, the 
scope of this project is focused on our MS/HS campus with some small improvements at the three elementary schools. I am happy to meet with 
anyone to discuss how planning for a Capital Improvement Project works and how work in a project is prioritized. 

At this moment, renovations in the auditorium and performing arts wing at the MS/HS are nearing completion, and we will be proud to present 
the MS/HS musical “Seussical!” in March in the auditorium. Updates to the high school gym include a new floor and new lighting. The gym will be 
repainted and new banners donated by the Athletic Boosters will be affixed to the walls of the gym as well beginning this summer. The new middle 
school and high school cafeterias are now complete and serving students. The cafeterias are anchored by a brand-new kitchen. 

Renovations continue on the locker rooms, ceilings, and lighting at the MS/HS as well as tile replacement in the corridors. At this time, a nurses’ 
suite, wrestling room, fitness center, FACS classrooms, and general classrooms are being renovated or constructed in our existing footprint. This 
summer all the lockers in the MS portion of the building will be replaced. These are the original lockers to the building and they have served us 
well, but it is time to let them go! 

This summer our Transportation Department will move to its new facility on Mott Road and our Facilities Department will move to the old bus 
garage. At this time, the current facilities building will be torn down to make way for a new drop off and pick up lane at DES as well as much 
needed additional parking. Work on secured entrances will begin at all four buildings this summer. 

In addition, new high efficiency boilers have been installed at the MS/HS as well as Freeville Elementary School. 

Finally, this summer the E Wing at the MS/HS will be torn down to make way for a new outdoor event facility that will include bathrooms and a 
concession stand. In addition, work will begin on a multi-purpose synthetic field that will be available for physical education, our athletic program 
and community programs. 

We believe that a safe, joyful, and nurturing environment promotes learning and growth. This is why we believe so strongly in the Capital 
Improvement Project. As work in the project begins to wind down this coming fall, we plan on hosting open houses so that you have an 
opportunity to see the new spaces that your child(ren) and our community will benefit from as they continue to learn and grow as students in the 
Dryden Central School District. 

We hope that spring finds all of us soon, and we look forward to seeing each of you at upcoming concerts, celebrations, school events, art shows, 
athletic contests and the musical!

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In June, the Dryden High School Class of 2019 chose their favorite 
children’s books to donate to this year’s incoming kindergarten class. 
They wrote messages to the kids and carried the books into graduation.

On Thursday, Sept. 26, kindergarten classes at each elementary school 
building received a special visit from a group of seniors in the Class of 
2020. The seniors read to the students and distributed these books to 
the children.

This is part of the new graduation tradition that was started last 
year called “Pages Through the Ages,” an initiative sponsored by “It’s 
Talktime Dryden” to instill the love of reading in our youngest learners.

On Tuesday, Oct. 1, Rep. Tom Reed visited Dryden Middle/High School to take a tour of 
the capital improvement project renovations and speak with a group of high school 
students about the current political climate.

Reed took a brief tour of the district’s $38.8 million capital improvement project, visiting 
the new middle school cafeteria and kitchen space. He was joined by Emily Shipe, 
Dryden Business Manager and Kelly Daley, Dryden Board of Education member.

“It’s a very exciting day for all of us to have Congressman Reed here to see the great 
things we’ve been doing here in Dryden,” said Shipe.

After the tour, the Dryden High School Student Leadership Team met with Reed and 
asked about his plans to combat climate change. Reed noted that as a Republican, he 
believes government mandates may not be the answer to this crisis.

“In order to deal with this issue, we have to unleash the innovation of technology that’s 
going to address climate change. What that means is: how are we going to produce the 
next generation of energy? What technology is out there that could potentially be a 
positive impact? We are very supportive in my office of tax policy and research incentives 
to encourage that type of innovation,” said Reed.

When speaking about his current top priorities, Reed emphasized the “most rewarding” 
work he does is with the Problem Solvers Caucus, a bi-partisan group in the United 
States House of Representatives made up of Democrats and Republicans working 
together to find solutions to key policy issues. 

“I spend a lot of time trying to break the culture of D.C. in regard to its gridlock. The 
Problem Solvers Caucus tries to be proud Republicans and proud Democrats, but at the 
end of the day, we’re still Americans. That’s what it’s going to take to deal with issues like 
national debt and climate change. If we only do it with half the country, that’s not going 
to work. We have to unite and come together to find common ground,” said Reed.

The Leadership Team also asked Reed about local business growth in Central New York 
and possible solutions to the student debt crisis.

Janelle Vuong, member of the Student Leadership Team, shared that speaking with Rep. 
Reed shifted her impression of what political conversations can look like.

 “I think this really helped add to my perception of politics. Considering the activism 
that’s been arising the past couple years, it can still be a welcoming environment and an 
open conversation,” said Vuong.

Felipe Bicalho, spokesman for the Student Leadership Team, added that this visit 
allowed him to see a more personal side of politicians.

“When you have someone who can show up here, talk to you, shake your hand and have 
an open and transparent conversation, it’s really important, especially to this generation 
growing up,” said Bicalho.
