Margaretha arrived in Trenton,
August 10, 1972 and was officially
welcomed August 13 at a STUCO-
AFS picnic.

AFS International is the largest
organization of its kind. In 1972-73,
2682 students from 62 different coun-
tries were in the United States. All
students are considered regardless of
race, religion, political affiliation or
economic background.

A large sum of money is needed
to bring an AFS student to our school
and because of that a student AFS
club was formed. The main goal of
this club is to raise enough money for
future AFS students. Even though the
club is one of the smallest in THS, it
has been very active and successful.
