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Four years ago - it all started with one
lofty goal at the first practice for five
Elisworth High School cheerleading ﬁ
freshmen. Now, those five have almost =
refused to lose — capping off their four "'”""
years of high school cheer with four |
state championship trophies in the foyer.

“It’s funny because at our first practice, we all set a goal to win states —
and we did,” senior Ally Brown says, reflecting on the start to her EHS
cheering career. Lily Alley, Brown, Whitney Jordan, Molly Smith and Noelle
Towne had all been cheerleading teammates long before that first day on
the mat at Elisworth High School - but that first season with the Eagles
kicked off a four-year stretch of dominance that none of them saw coming
when it began. As freshmen, they brought Ellsworth Cheer their first ever
state championship - and they weren’t close to done.

Collectively these five have helped the Eagles put three more trophies in
the case following the first in 2023. And this year was perhaps the most
dominant - Ellsworth crushed the competition, winning the state
championship competition by over 12 points. And for these seniors - they
hang up the Eagles uniforms knowing they walked into a gym that had
never seen a state championship banner, and will walk out not knowing a
season that ended without one.

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The end of the school day no longer means the end of learning or engagement for students in the
Ellsworth School Department. Thanks to the recent approval of a federal 21st Century Community
Learning Center grant, the district has successfully expanded its after-school programming at
both Ellsworth Elementary-Middle School and Ellsworth High School!

Leading the initiative is Jillian Baker, a former EHS science teacher who stepped into the role of
After-School Program Director this past fall. Under her watch, the program has transformed the
after-school hours into a hub of academic support, specialized clubs, and community connection at
both locations.

“It’s been really exciting. Definitely a little chaotic, but it’s been really awesome,” Baker says.
“Most of the things we’ve offered, we had a lot of interest in... a lot of the things have filled up
really quickly.”

The program is designed to provide a cohesive after-school structure that includes daily snacks,

transportation, dedicated academic help, and easy access to after-school clubs and activities — a

“21st Century Community Learning Center.” By folding in existing extracurriculars like the Skate

Club and Robotics Club, the program ensures students can participate in high-interest activities
while remaining in a safe, chaperoned environment until 4:30 p.m.

Looking ahead, the program plans to continue its growth through collaborations with local
organizations like the Downeast Family YMCA, The Grand, and the Maine Outdoor School, among
others! These connections with community leaders paired with the exciting extracurricular clubs

that already existed create a perfect environment for students to find activities that suit their
passions and interests.

We are incredibly excited to continue this momentum into the warmer months and look forward to
providing even more ways for our students to connect and thrive—stay tuned for more updates as
our summer programming takes shape!
